Policies for eligible and ineligible purchases with approved receipts

e LABOR
e Eligible - must be completed by a licensed contractor supported by receipts
e Ineligible - contributions to church organizations, family, friends and/or neighbors

e DEMOLITION COSTS/CLEANUP
e Eligible - must be completed by a licensed contractor supported by receipts
e Ineligible - contributions to church organizations, family, friends and/or neighbors

e TOOLS/EQUIPMENT
e Eligible — no portable tools are eligible

e Ineligible —all portable power tools, extension cords, garbage cans, etc.

e PUMPS

e Eligible — sump pumps and associated piping, electrical work (affidavit by
homeowner is acceptable if unable to determine what type of pump) reasoning —
permanent part of house or damaged when house was flooded

e Ineligible —all portable pumps

e ELECTRICAL WORK

e Eligible — all electrical work, permanent/temporary performed by a licensed
contractor supported by receipts, reasoning — allowing temporary electrical work is
that in most cases temporary power was necessary to restore to the permanent power

e Ineligible — work not performed by a licensed electrical contractor

e RECEIPTS
e Eligible — legible receipts from licensed contractors
e Ineligible —illegible receipts (will accept with affidavit from homeowner as to the
correct dollar amount and to entity) and receipts to church organizations, family
friends and/or neighbors
e GLOVES/BOOTS
e Eligible - none

e Ineligible —all gloves and boots



SHELVING
e Eligible - none
e Ineligible —all portable shelving

DELIVERY CHARGES
e Eligible —if receipt is for one of the eligible allowances for repair of the home
e Ineligible — receipts for delivery of furniture and appliances

GAS

e Ineligible

CLEANING SUPPLIES

e Eligible — if used for cleaning and restoration of property, (i.e., bleach or nails put in
the structure are eligible)
