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FOREIGN DIRECT INVESTMENT

Definition

An ownership stake in a foreign company or project made by an investor, company, or government from another country.

Acquire a substantial stake in a business
Outright purchase of a foreign business
Establish a new facility/project

Horizontal FDI — A company establishes the same businesses in ND that they have in their home country

Vertical FDI — A company acquires a complementary business in another country (ex: manufacturer buys raw material
supplier)

Conglomerate FDI — A company invests in a foreign business that is unrelated to its core business (usually a joint
venture)
